introduction

People’s stories matter. They reveal who
they are, what is important to them, what
gives them life, joy, purpose and what
causes them pain, despair and discontent.
As we take time to hear people’s stories
and get to know them, we also allow space
and time for us to share our story with
them.

For followers of Jesus, our story has been
forever changed by Him, so it is only
natural that important values and
motivations are also shared.

As you share your story, people may
express interest and want to know more
about your faith and more about Jesus.

You can just simply ask them if they would
be interested in reading about Jesus in the
bible with you.

If they are interested here is a simple way
of doing it:

- Plan a time and place to meet regularly,
preferably somewhere where there are few
distractions, somewhere that is
comfortable.

« Ask if there is anyone else they know, who
may be interested in joining you.

If it is appropriate and helpful, you could
invite friends from your Life Group to join
you

« Ask if they would like to know how to
download the You Bible app, or would they
prefer a hard copy of the Bible.

- If they would like to use the app, show
them how to download and use it.

- If they want a hard copy of the Bible you
can ask them whether you could purchase
one for them or they might like to buy their
own.

- Suggest a version of the Bible that is
appropriate for them. ESV, NIV, NLT, or
“Easy” by Wycliffe are helpful for those with
English as a second language and or who
do not find reading easy.

- If they show interest in reading the Bible
between your meetings, suggest a Reading
Plan. See Reading Plans in this booklet

« Encourage them to write down, text, or
call you with any questions or things they
want to discuss or find difficult to
understand.
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A simple pattern

We follow a simple 4 step pattern when we meet with people to read about Jesus in the
Bible. The pattern is designed to help you build a relationship with them as they begin
to discover Jesus for themselves. The same pattern is used in the way we do Life Groups.

1. CELEBRATE CHOOSE FROM SOME OF THESE QUESTIONS
